Motion to dispense with reading of reports (passed) 

Unfinished Business

* Motion made by 2nd Brigade Commander Joe Warkne that all Camp and Georgia Division meetings be governed by Roberts Rules of Order.  Failed to pass.

* A motion was made by 2nd Brigade Commander Joe Warkne for the Georgia Division to forward $5,000 for the Jefferson Davis statue going to Beauvior. An amendment was made by Judge Advocate Dan Coleman that this project be submitted on a tag fund application so the men of Division can vote on the project at reunion. Amendment Passed.

New Business - Tag Fund Projects

* Project 1003-09, Confederate Monument at Allatoona Pass. EC voted unanimously to recommend.

* Project 1004-09, 150th Anniversary brochures. EC voted to recommend, with the stipulation that the brochures’ contents must be approved by the EC.

Other New Business

* Motion was made by 12th Brigade Commander Tim Pilgrim, for the Division Brigade Commanders to solicit interest from individuals who would be interested in serving as a Division recruitment /genealogy officer to assist potential recruits to find their Confederate veteran. The Division will purchase the rights to genealogy software to assist the recruitment /genealogy officer research efforts. Input from those interested parties in the position will be included in choosing the geneology software and establishing an acceptable compensation. Passed.

* Judge Advocate Dan Coleman informed the Executive Council of a situation in the City of Kennesaw, where the City has removed the Confederate Battle flag and its pole from the memorial park where it has been flying since 1962. Judge Advocate Dan Coleman made a motion that he draft a resolution from the Georgia Division to the City of Kennesaw requesting that they put back the pole and Battle Flag. The motion passed unanimously.

* Motion was made by Lt. Commander Joel Coleman for the Division to provide 4x8’ SCV recruitment signs, free of charge, to any camp or compatriot who insures they will put them up.  Amendment proposed by Brigade Commander Giddens to charge a nominal $5 per sign.  Amendment passed. Motion passed. 

* Update on Ringgold given by Judge Advocate Dan Coleman.  Things looking positive, with period of discovery set to officially end 31 March.  Special recognition for work done well by former Judge Advocate Martin O’Toole was made by JA Coleman.

* A request was made by the Fredericksburg, Va  UDC to help purchase grave flags for 157 Georgia Confederates at the Spotsylvania Cemetery. A motion made by12th Brigade Commander Tim Pilgrim for the Division to send $200 to the UDC for the purchase of grave size battle flags to be placed during Confederate Memorial Day. Motion Passed.

* It was reported to the EC that a prime highly-visible location to place a 100ft flag pole was discovered at exit 71 of I-75; the Owner of the property has offered to lease the location to the Division for $350 per year for 20 years. A motion was made by 7th Brigade Commander James Gaskins to proceed with the location, by drafting a lease agreeable to both parties. Brigade Commander Joe Warnke proposed an amendment to hold a Division-wide vote at the Reunion.  Amendment was defeated.  Motion passed.

* Motion was made my 12th Brigade Commander Tim Pilgrim, for the Division to do a mail-out to all Camp Commanders asking for donations of $100 per camp to help fund the 100ft flagpole at the new location of I-75. Motion Passed.

* A motion was made by Judge Advocate Dan Coleman that a tag fund application be completed as a division project for $20,000 to fund the supply and erection of the 100ft flag pole to be voted on by delegates at reunion. Motion Passed.

* 4th Brigade Commander Kim Beck, submitted pricing of different options for advertising in many State wide publications. Motion was made by Division Commander Jack Bridwell that $2,500 be established as an advertising budget from the current contingent fund, allowing Commander Beck to proceed with the advertising endeavors.  Motion Passed.
