Motion passed to dispense with the reading of Division Lt. Commanders' and Brigade Commanders Reports
 

 Committee Reports:
12th Brigade Commander Tim Pilgrim and Chief of Staff Ray McBerry presented a proposal totaling $15,000 to the Executive Council for Cable TV commercials and Radio spots to promote the up-coming Sesquicentennial in 2010. The proposal included 15 Cable TV commercials and 30 radio spots and their production. These commercials and radio spots purpose is to promote a specific event / monument in history regarding TWBS in the time frame of 1860 and before, focusing on the causes of the war. The motion was made and seconded to proceed with the proposal and passed.

 

Lt. Commander North Joel Coleman gave an up-date on the Flags across Georgia Project.

The Flagpole on 1-85 needs a new Battle flag, currently the old flag is tangled on the pole and 3rd Brigade Commander Bobby Watkins will be working to get the old Flag removed so a new one can be erected.

The Flagpole on I-95 needs a new real Ga. Flag. Currently the Division is trying to locate a new vendor to purchase oversized flags to purchase some real Ga. Flags if anyone has any recommendation please contact Commander Joel Coleman.

The up-date on the new 100ft flagpole was given by Judge Advocate Dan Coleman. Dan indicated that the lease had been executed and now the flagpole can be ordered and erected which will fly a 30 x 50 Battle Flag. The Division may purchase a 120 ft pole; Commander Joel Coleman will obtain pricing and place the order once the decision has been made.

 

12th Brigade Commander Tim Pilgrim made a motion to change the tag fund payment procedures to make it mandatory that all project contractor/vendor quotes terms or contracts that are above $5,000 be reviewed by Division Judge Advocate to protect the Division from bad or incomplete contact terms. The motion was seconded and passed. 
12th Brigade Commander Tim Pilgrim gave and up-date on the pending tag fund projects:

2007/08

2008-01, Oakland Cemetery Obelisk  David Floyd gave an up-date on the Obelisk project. The cleaning and restoration contractor has not started his work, which he had been released to start in June, 2008 and paid in full authorized by Past Division Commander Charlie Lott. David Floyd stated that he sent a certified letter to the contractor requesting that he provide a firm start and completion date. 12th Brigade Commander Tim Pilgrim made a motion that the Division sends an official certified letter to the contractor demanding that the $12,000 be returned to the Division, motion was seconded and passed. Commander Bridwell asked Judge Advocate to send the letter.

2008-08, General Leonidas Polk Monument The cleaning and restoration of the monument has been completed and fence erected around the monument. The draftings on the wording for the historical marker is in progress and once completed the fabrication of the historical marker begin.

 

2008/09

Project 1002-09. – Bronze Confederate Soldier Monument The initial deposit has been paid to the sculptor to begin the work. The Jackson County Volunteers representative has review and approved the 18 inch model. Now the work on the life size bronze sculpture will begin. The Camp is proceeding to finalize the bronze statue base design and hopefully that fabrication will begin soon.

Project 1003-09.- Confederate Monument at Allatoona Pass Battlefield. In the process of getting the State of Georgia to approve the unveiling of the monument on Confederate Memorial Day in 2010. Once that date is establish the fabrication of the granite monument can be scheduled.

Project 1005-09.- Confederate Powder Works Chimney The chimney project is scheduled to begin the first part of November and the work should be completed by the end of the year.

Project 1007-09.- Exterior Renovation of Greenfield Cabin. – The porch flooring has been completed and currently the John K McNeil Camp is reframing and beefing up the roof framing to handle the heavier new roofing material. 

Commander Bridwell gave an up-date on the Recruitment Ads the Division was running in the Game & Fish and the Georgia Outdoor News Magazines. Commander Bridwell we have received over 600 membership inquiries from the ads. 

Commander Bridwell read a statement from Mike Crane indicating that due to personal issues, he was resigning as Editor of the Georgia Confederate.  Commander Bridwell informed the Executive Council that he has appointed 12th Brigade Commander Tim Pilgrim as the new Editor of the Georgia Confederate.  Commander Pilgrim stated that there will be issues printed for November and December to catch up publications and then we will resume the normal schedule in January 2010. 

Judge Advocate Dan Coleman stated that while working the SCV booth at the North Ga. State Fair it made a difference having the ability to get potential recruits research done and what a positive difference having the genealogy / recruitment officers has made in our recruitment efforts. Dan made a motion that on all future Division advertisement we include that the SCV will help locate your Confederate Veteran, motion was seconded and passed. 

 

4th Brigade Commander Kim Beck made the motion that the Division rerun the recruitment ads again for another three issues in the Game & Fish and the Georgia Outdoor News Magazines, due to the positive response we received. Motion was seconded and passed. 

 

Judge Advocate Dan Coleman gave an up-date on the City of Kennesaw flag fight where the city removed the Battle and State flag memorials from the Confederate monument that had been flying since 1962. Currently we are in negations with the city to get the Battle Flag restored and the local Camp has offered alternatives that included local brigade flags but all alternatives offered had the Battle Flag in them. 12th Brigade Commander Tim Pilgrim made the motion that the Executive Council approve proceeding with legal action against the city of Kennesaw if Division Commander has concluded that all other reasonable actions has been taken to resolve the issue, the motion was seconded and passed. 

 

5th Brigade Commander Mike Mull stated a proposal for the Division to provide funds to the Statesboro Camp to do some retrofit work to a 70ft flagpole on I-16 and provide an oversized flag. Mike make a motion to that the Division fund up to $1,000 for the work and the flag, motion was seconded and passed. 

 

Commander Bridwell informed the Executive Council that he has been getting input for the Camps in the 1st Brigade for an appointed Brigade Commander and informed the Executive Council that he will appoint new 1st Brigade Commander before November.

 

New Business
9th Brigade Commander Pete Giddens made a motion that the Division help with funding to Stewart/Webster Camp 1607  to help them purchase roofing material to dry in a new Camp meeting facility owned by the Camp that will be used as a meeting place and a museum for the public and school children. Pete asked for $1,260, motion was seconded and passed. 

 

9th Brigade Commander Pete Giddens stated that the same Stewart/Webster Camp 1607  owns property on State highway 82 which is a four lane with continuous traffic. This local is ideal for a 70ft flagpole with the Battle flag. Lt. Commander North Joel Coleman had pricing for a 70ft pole delivered at $5,200. Pete stated the Camp would be able to erect the pole. The motion was made to provide funding up to $6,000 for the 70ft pole and flag, motion was seconded and passed. 

 

9th Brigade Commander Pete Giddens made a motion that the Division print tri-fold brochures for the Jefferson Davis Park with SCV recruitment information. The motion was made to provide funding up to $850 to print out 10,000 brochures, motion was seconded and passed. 

 

Lt. Commander North Joel Coleman stated that the Division was almost out of the 4ft X 8ft recruitment signs. Joel made a motion that the Division purchase 100 more recruitment signs, motion was seconded and passed. 

 

David Floyd provided pricing from David Denard from a barn painter that paints rock city logos on barns. The painter pricing states that he can paint a 16ft x 32ft Battle Flag on Barn for $1,800 to 2,500. 

 

Judge Advocate Dan Coleman confirmed that the annual Robert E. Lee birthday event will be held in Milledgeville again on January 23, 2010. More information on the event will be issued once finalized.
